The Summary Care Record is a summary of important information about your health which can be accessed via NHS computers by NHS staff. The project requires both organisations to write to every patient registered with all NHS BEN and Solihull Care Trust GP Practices   A central mail house has been procured nationally who will generate the Public Information Programme letters and both organisations are required to supply an up-to-date list of demographics for all patients registered with NHS BEN and Solihull Care Trust GP Practices  to support this mail out.

3) Data Protection Act 1998 
            The Data Protection Act provides individuals with a number of important rights to ensure that personal information covered by the Act is processed lawfully. In general terms the Act regulates the manner in which personal data can be collected, used and stored and so is of prime importance in the context of fair processing.
